	Terms and Conditions:

During the wedding service in church, it is not permitted to capture on film or on any other device like camera phones etc., any part of the service, without having obtained the required licences. Obtaining of such licences is solely the responsibility of the wedding couple. The church does not bear any responsibility whatsoever if the required licences are not obtained by the wedding couple. The PCC of the churches in the Buckingham Benefice is not responsible for any licence from the Performing Rights Society, or any other licence needed to cover any performance of any kind or any material protected by copyright. Any song, poem or any other written material, not printed in the songbooks or service booklets which can be provided by the church might be subject to copyright. It is the sole responsibility of the wedding couple to obtain such authorisation as may be needed when any media or material mentioned are part of the wedding service. When capturing live images on film or any other device by professionals, it is the sole responsibility of the wedding couple of assuring that the person(s) or company involved has the licences needed for such activities(particularly by non-professionals). The PCC cannot be held accountable in any civil proceedings or judicial proceedings as a result of not having the required licences or approval from the licensing justices, copyright licence or performing rights licence, which are the responsibility of the wedding couple.

The church is covered by the normal building policy for fire, theft and damage as well as a Third Party insurance providing personal injury cover. Doing or bringing anything onto the premises that may endanger the same or render invalid any of the insurance policies or which are in contravention of the law are not permitted. The PCC is not liable for any direct or indirect loss or damage resulting from cancellation on their part, except for the refund of the deposit paid. The wedding couple is allowed to cancel the wedding for any reason, only the deposit is non-refundable. The wedding can start no later than 15 minutes after the agreed time as there are other services following. Should the bride arrive later than this, we reserve the right to cancel the service.

When banns have to be read outside of this Parish, it is the sole responsibility of the wedding couple to arrange in good time for such banns to be read and the appropriate certificate being obtained. Obtaining a special licence required for a wedding is beyond the jurisdiction of the Rector of this Parish and hence carries no liabilities on the part of the Rector or this Parish. The conditions set out here must be read and understood by the wedding couple and by signing this marriage application they agree and accept the liabilities for not acting in accordance to the conditions as set out above.

Deposit and Fees:

On booking the date of the wedding, a non-refundable deposit of £70 is payable to the Buckingham Benefice Account. An invoice will be provided and the balance of the costs of the wedding has to be received in full, 12 weeks before the date of the wedding. For weddings with 12 or less weeks notice full fees are payable on booking. The church reserves the right not to proceed with the wedding, if payments are not received on time. The costs of the wedding are fixed by the Table of Parochial Fees for Marriages and the Statutory Deanery Fees for the use of the church which are revised annually. The fees are non negotiable. 

For the purpose of the Data Protection Act 1988, the data controller is the Minister of the Parish, who will use the information on this form to ensure that the legal requirements relating to the marriage are complied with and to make arrangements for the wedding ceremony. The Minister will only share the information with those who need to see it for these purposes.
